Description: This is a small wooden trough.


Use: It was used in ancient times to sift gold dust from river sand. Now it is used as a container to store ‘Tsampa’ and other flours. This is still in use, however, the purpose has changed.


Used by: The local people of the Lahaul and Spiti Valley, Himachal Pradesh, India, in the Western Himalayas.
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
